• Have a sound understanding of employment matters and a commitment to and affinity 
with the trade union movement or community activism – ideally at least 3 years’ experience 
as a union organiser; 

 
• Be familiar with Health and Safety Rights and obligations; 

 
• Have an awareness of cultural safety and knowledge, and an understanding of Te Tiriti, 

Tikanga Māori, Te Reo Māori and Māori Health; 
 
• Have well developed written and verbal communication skills and have the ability to build 

and maintain internal and external relationships; 
 
• Demonstrate conflict resolution skills, tact and diplomacy; 

 
Ideally have first-hand knowledge of the health sector; and 

 
• Have good IT skills.
